e Gear the amount you're requesting to your audience.
® Aslong as you are respectful and sincere about your motivation (changing the lives of children,
right here, right now, in McHenry County) many people gladly give at a level that is comfortable
for them.

e Whether it's’ $5 or $50, what’s important is that they support Big Brothers Big Sisters.

Who and How to Ask.
